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SENATE BILL (SB) 2030 CHILD WELFARE 

SERVICES WORKLOAD STUDY

This is to inform staff that a study will be conducted of the current Child Welfare Services (CWS) workload.  Pursuant to SB 2030, the California Department of Social Services (CDSS) is required to contract for an evaluation of the adequacy of the current CWS budgeting methodology and report the findings and recommendations to the Legislature.

The contractor selected to perform the study is the American Humane Association.  This organization will work in coordination with Walter R. McDonald and Associates to complete the evaluation.

The CWS workload study is a major statewide effort that will require the involvement of all county social services agencies to ensure that all stakeholder issues and concerns are addressed.

Each county must identify a contact person who will work closely with the contractor and CDSS staff to coordinate time study and staff training efforts, coordinate county participation in focus group meetings and provide other assistance as necessary to ensure that data collection needs are meet.  

The study will be conducted between July - December of 1999.
