NOTICE REQUIREMENTS FOR 

STATUS REVIEW HEARINGS

This is to remind staff of the following notice requirements for status review hearings.

Welfare and Institutions Code (WIC) Sections 364, 366, 366.21 and 366.3 state that every hearing conducted by the juvenile court reviewing the status of a dependent child shall be placed on the court’s appearance calendar, and notice of the hearing shall be provided to the same persons as in the original proceeding which brought the case to the attention of the court, including parents (unless their parental rights have been terminated); legal guardians; adult relatives [only if the whereabouts of a parent or legal guardian is unknown or if (s)he resides out-of-state]; children ten years of age or older; the foster parent, community care facility, or foster family agency having custody of a child; all counsel of record (only if they were not present at the time the hearing was set); and any court-appointed special advocate (CASA).  Notice shall be served by first-class mail addressed to the last known address of the person to be notified, or shall be personally served upon those persons, not earlier than 30 calendar days nor later than 17 calendar days* preceding the date of the hearing.

A status review hearing shall occur periodically as determined by the court, but no less frequently than once every six months, as calculated from the date of the disposition hearing.

*
Per Departmental policy, two calendar days have been added to the statutory requirements to allow for the processing and/or mailing of notices.  When calculating the number of days, the day of the hearing and the day the notice of hearing is mailed are NOT to be counted.

Pursuant to WIC Section 366.21, a copy of any report reviewing the status of

a dependent child of the court must be provided to the following parties at the time the 

notice (i.e., JV-280) is served:

· parents

· legal guardians

· adult relatives, if previously noticed

· children 10 years of age or older

* This includes all counsel of record (only if they were not present at the time  



   the hearing was set.  

Pursuant to WIC 366.21, a summary of the recommendations contained in any report reviewing the status of a dependent child of the court in out-of-home care must be provided to the following parties at the time the notice is served:

· any Court-Appointed Special Advocate (CASA)

· foster parents (including relative caregivers)

· community care facility

· foster family agency caring for a child
