VOTER REGISTRATION FOR YOUTH RECEIVING DCFS SERVICES
As we approach the historical 2008 presidential election, please encourage youth who already are or will be 18 years old by November 4, 2008 to register to vote as soon as possible.  Voter’s registration forms must be postmarked or hand delivered no later than October 20, 2008.
Youth may register to vote in California if they:
Are a United States citizen
Are a resident of California
Are at least 18 years of age (or will be by the date of the next election)
Are not in prison or on parole for a felony conviction
Have not been judged by a court to be mentally incompetent
Youth will need to re-register to vote when they:

Move

Change their name

Change their political party choice
How Youth Can Register to Vote:
· Pick Up A Voter Registration Form
Youth can pick up a voter registration form at the county elections office, library, or U.S. Post Office.  It is important that the voter registration form be filled out completely and be postmarked or hand-delivered to your county elections office by October 20, 2008.

· Fill Out A Voter Registration Form Online

When the youth’s address is filled in, the address for the county elections office will automatically be added.  Then simply print the form, sign it, and mail it directly or hand-deliver it to your county elections office by October 20, 2008.

· Have A Voter Registration Form Mailed to the Youth

Click here (ENGLISH | ESPAÑOL) or go to: English (https://ovr.sos.ca.gov/votereg/OnlineVoterReg) Spanish (https://ovr.sos.ca.gov/votereg/OnlineVoterReg?lang=es) to fill out a voter registration form that will be mailed to the youth for her/his signature.  Because state law requires registrants to provide a valid signature on a voter registration card, the youth will not be registered to vote until the county elections office receives a signed copy of this form.

It will be approximately 7 to 14 days before the youth receive this form.  Because all voter registration forms must be postmarked (or hand delivered to the appropriate county elections office) by October 20, 2008, youth should not use this option after October 4, 2008.
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
