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DEPARTMENTAL VALUES

This Procedural Guide supports the Department’s goal of improved permanence and child safety by supporting the rights of children and prospective adoptive parents.

WHAT CASES ARE AFFECTED

This Procedural Guide is applicable to all new and existing cases where an adoptive placement has been completed but the adoption has not yet finalized.
OPERATIONAL IMPACT

During the post-placement period of supervision, a disruption in the adoptive placement may occur.  When this happens the case-carrying worker and/or the Adoption CSW shall provide support and services to prevent the disruption.  See Procedural Guide 0200-509.36, Supervision of Fost-Adopt and Adoptive Placement, for more detailed information including services that shall be provided.   However, it may still become necessary to terminate the adoptive placement if services provided to the prospective adoptive parent(s) are unable to resolve family issues.

Under Concurrent Planning Redesign (CPR), the FM&R/G CSW has the primary assignment of the case until adoption is finalized while the Adoption CSW is assigned to perform adoption-related activities. It is integral that both the FM&R/G CSW (also referred to as case carrying CSW) and the Adoption CSW collaborate in the process of stabilizing an adoptive family and if necessary, identifying another permanent home and replacing the child. If it is determined that replacement is in the child’s best interests, both the FM&R/G and Adoption CSW should cooperatively search for a replacement home with the goal that the child be placed into a home pre-approved for adoption.  

If a pre-approved family is readily located the Adoption CSW shall initiate expedited pre-placement steps. See Procedural Guide 0200-501.25, Pre-placement Steps: Fost-Adopt and Adoptive Placements, for more information.  If no such family is readily located, the FM&R/G CSW shall replace the child in a foster or relative placement while the Adoption CSW continues to search for an adoptive placement. Should the child be replaced with relative(s) who wish to provide guardianship but not adopt, and all CSWs and SCSWs in the case agree that this is in the child’s best interests, the Adoption CSW shall create and submit an updated Concurrent Planning Assessment (CPA).  The Adoption CSW shall also complete a CPA reassessment/update when there is a change of adoptive applicants and/or placement.  See Procedural Guide 0080-507.20, Concurrent Planning and the Concurrent Planning Assessment (CPA), for more information. In addition, both the FM&R/G and Adoption CSW shall visit the child in the replacement home to inform the child about his/her situation.  If the replacement is not an adoptive home, the Adoption CSW shall discuss with the child the progress being made toward finding another adoptive placement.

In addition, the procedures set forth in Procedural Guide 0300-503.25, Removing a Child From the Home of the Prospective Adoptive Parents, shall be followed by staff when removing the child from an adoptive placement.  It includes detailed procedural steps to follow when replacing the child (emergency and non-emergency basis) including notification and court requirements.  It contains the responsibilities of the case-carrying CSW, his or her SCSW and ARA.  It likewise mandates that “the decision to remove a child from the home of a caregiver who is or may be a designated prospective adoptive parent, in a non-emergency situation, shall be made in consultation with and the approval of both the SCSW and ARA”.

This Procedural Guide provides additional procedures not covered by Procedural Guide 0300-503.25, which generally are the functions of the Adoption and Permanency Resources Division staff and specific to cases where adoptive placement has occurred.

Pursuant to the Adoption Users Manual (Title 22) Sections 35207, 35207.1, 35213, and 35215, this Procedural Guide describes steps to follow when: 

1. A decision has been made to remove the child from the home of the prospective adoptive parents as it is believed to be in the child’s best interests and/or the CSW knows or reasonably suspects that the prospective adoptive parents have endangered the physical or mental health of the child by abuse or neglect.

2. A decision has been made to remove a child from the home of the prospective adoptive parent(s) that the birth parent(s) had specified on the relinquishment document.

3. The adoption petition has been filed and 

a) There is a serious concern regarding the suitability of the prospective adoptive parents; or

b) There is serious concern regarding the care provided to the child; or

c) The prospective adoptive parents have indicated a desire to withdraw the adoption petition; or

	NOTE:
The law provides that a relative caregiver's preference for legal guardianship rather than adoption under circumstances that do not include an unwillingness to accept legal or financial responsibility for the child may not constitute the sole basis for recommending removal of the child from the relative caregiver for purposes of adoptive placement.



d) A petition for adoption of the child has been filed by a person(s) with whom our agency has not signed an adoptive placement agreement.

4. The adoptive placement is terminated before the finalization of the adoption and a determination is needed as to whether the family is to be considered for the placement of another child or whether approval of the family is to be withdrawn.

	NOTE:
If an adoptive placement has been completed and court orders reinstatement of the parental rights as a result of an appeal, staff shall consult with county counsel as to the proper course of action.  If it is determined that the adoptive placement needs to be terminated only as a result of the appeal and not because of any of the reasons numbers 1 – 4 above, the Adoption CSW shall follow applicable procedures in Section A under CSW Responsibilities, numbers 3 – 6 and the Adoptions SCSW and ARA follow their respective responsibilities in Section A. Note that staff shall follow procedures set forth by Procedural Guide 0200-509.95, Adoptive Placement, for cases that are on appeal and cases where the time frame for birthparents to file an appeal has not expired, prior to and/or in the process of completing an adoptive placement.



Procedures

A. WHEN:
A CHILD IS BEING OR HAS BEEN REMOVED FROM AN ADOPTIVE

PLACEMENT    

Adoption CSW Responsibilities

1. Consult and collaborate with the case-carrying CSW, his or her SCSW, and the Adoption SCSW regarding the appropriate plan of action including placement options.  See Operational Impact for replacement responsibilities.
2. Follow applicable procedures set forth in Procedural Guide 0300-503.25, Removing a Child From the Home of the Prospective Adoptive Parents.
3. When the decision has been made (non-emergency) or after a child has been removed (emergency), complete the DCFS/A 159 and submit it to your SCSW for approval.  If needed, complete any corrective action as directed by the SCSW or ARA.

4.
Discuss with the prospective adoptive parent(s) and the child (in terms the child can understand), the pending removal (non-emergency) and/or the reason(s) for the termination of the placement.  Document this discussion with the prospective adoptive parent in the Applicant Case Notes.  Document the discussion with the child in the Contact Notebook ensuring to respect the confidentiality of the prospective adoptive parent(s).

a)
If the prospective adoptive parent(s) disagrees with the decision, refer him or her to the instructions on how to request for a court hearing, found on the JV 323 or JV 324 which is sent by the case-carrying CSW. See Procedural Guide 0300-503.25, Removing a Child From the Home of the Prospective Adoptive Parents, for more detailed instructions and information.
5.
Once the child has been removed from the prospective adoptive parent(s)’ home:

a)
Immediately complete the DCFS 280 to stop AAP benefits on the date the child was removed from the home. 

i) Add the date of the actual removal on the DCFS/A 159.

ii) Submit the DCFS 280 to the TA/EW AAP Unit at the Adoptions and Permanency Resources Division’s Headquarters along with one copy of the DCFS/A 159.  

b) Submit one copy of the DCFS/A 159 to the Adoptions and Permanency Resources Division Central Clerical and file one copy in the Applicant Case Folder and forward one copy to the case-carrying CSW to be filed in the Child’s Adoption Folder.

6.
Within 15 days of removal from the adoptive home, complete the AD 580 and mail it to the address specified on the form.

	NOTE:
Submission of the AD 580 to the California Department of Social Services is required by Adoptions User Manual (Title 22) Section 35197(f)(2).




Adoption SCSW Responsibilities

1.
Receive and review the DCFS/A 159.  If approved, sign and forward to the ARA.  If not approved, return to the CSW for corrective action.  

2.
Consult with the ARA.

Adoption ARA Responsibilities
1.
Receive and review the DCFS/A 159.  If approved, sign and return to the SCSW.  If not approved, return to the SCSW and CSW for corrective action.  

B. WHEN:
THE CSW REMOVES A CHILD FROM A HOME THAT THE BIRTH

PARENT(S) SPECIFIED ON THE RELINQUISHMENT DOCUMENT

Adoptions CSW Responsibilities

1. Consult with SCSW for direction.

2. Within 72 hours of the decision to remove the child from the prospective adoptive parent’s home, inform the birth parents by letter (certified mail with return receipt requested) that: 

a)
The child they relinquished for adoption is being removed from the home they specified on the relinquishment document, and

b) (S)he can rescind the relinquishment and reclaim the child.

3. If the birth parent wishes to reclaim the child, and there are no concerns regarding the child’s safety, proceed as directed in Procedural Guide 0200-508.35, Rescinding a Relinquishment.

4. If the birth parent wishes to reclaim the child and you believe the child may be in danger of abuse or neglect, consult with your SCSW for direction and follow procedures in Section A., above.

Adoptions SCSW Responsibilities

1.
Consult with the ARA for direction.

2.
Direct the CSW to proceed with detaining the child, if appropriate and follow procedures in Section A.

C.
WHEN:
 THE ADOPTION PETITION HAS BEEN FILED AND: 

·  THERE IS A SERIOUS CONCERN REGARDING THE SUITABILITY OF THE PROSPECTIVE ADOPTIVE PARENTS; OR

·  THERE IS A SERIOUS CONCERN REGARDING THE CARE PROVIDED TO THE CHILD; OR

· THE PROSPECTIVE ADOPTIVE PARENTS HAVE INDICATED A DESIRE TO WITHDRAW THE ADOPTION PETITION; OR

· A PETITION FOR ADOPTION OF THE CHILD HAS BEEN FILED BY A PERSON(S) WITH WHOM OUR AGENCY HAS NOT SIGNED AN ADOPTIVE PLACEMENT AGREEMENT 

Adoption CSW Responsibilities

1. Proceed with the steps listed in Section A. as appropriate.

2. Immediately submit an amended DCFS/A 97 by generating a DCFS/A 97 and completing it as follows:

a)
Where it says “Final Adoption Report”, replace it with “Amended Report.”

b)
Complete all identifying information on Page 1.

c)
Delete all other sections of the report except “Recommendation.”

d)
Above the Recommendation section, add “Reason for Recommendation.”  Include the following information in this section:

i)     The basis for your concerns regarding the suitability of the prospective 

parent(s) or the care they provided the child, and

           ii)      A request to the court to give direction regarding the situation that gave rise    to your concerns, if appropriate.

e)
Under “Recommendation” include:

i)     A recommendation that the adoption petition be denied, if appropriate; or

ii)    A recommendation that the adoption petition be withdrawn according to the

       prospective adoptive parent’s wishes, if appropriate; or 

iii)   A request that the adoption petition be dismissed, if the petition was filed by

       persons with whom our agency has not signed an adoptive agreement, if    



appropriate.

	NOTE:
If you recommend that the adoption petition be denied or withdrawn, the Adoption CSW must appear at the hearing to represent the child.

1. Review the DCFS/A 97 for completeness.

3. If the decision is made that the prospective adoptive parent(s) can be considered available to be matched with another child and it has been assessed that the family has successfully dealt with the disruption caused by terminating the adoptive placement:

a)   Meet with the prospective adoptive family to complete a new DCFS/A 46.

b) Forward a copy of the DCFS/A 46 to the Placement and Recruitment Unit (PRU) and file one copy in the Applicant Case Folder.

4. If a decision has been made to withdraw or rescind the approval of their applicant assessment, notify the prospective adoptive parent(s) in writing of the decision.  In the letter: 

a)
State the specific reasons for the withdrawal or rescission of the approval.

b)
Inform the prospective adoptive parent(s) that they have a right to request a      grievance review hearing.  See Procedural Guide 0200-506.20, Grievance Procedures for Denial or Withdrawal of Approval of Applicant Assessments, for more information including instructions when the applicant requests for a hearing.

c)
Complete and attach a copy of the DCFS/A 410.

d)
Submit the letter to your SCSW for approval.

5.
Receive the letter and make all applicable corrective action, if any. 

6.
Send the approved letter and the DCFS/A 410 to the prospective adoptive parent(s). 

a)
File a copy of the letter in the Applicant Case Folder.

7.
Submit the case for closing.

Adoption SCSW Responsibilities

1. Receive and review the letter for compliance with State Regulations.  

a)
If approved, forward the letter to the ARA for approval. 

b)  If not approved, return to the CSW for corrective action.

Adoption ARA Responsibilities

1) Receive and review the letter for compliance with State Regulations. 

a) If not approved, return to the SCSW and CSW for corrective action.

b) If approved, forward to Assistant Division Chief and County Counsel for review. 

c) Upon return from the Assistant Division Chief and County Counsel, forward to the SCSW and CSW for corrective action, if necessary, and for mailing.

Withdrawal or rescission of the applicant assessment


OVERVIEW OF STATUTES/REGULATIONS

Welfare and Institutions Code Section 366.26(n)(3) states that prior to a change in placement and as soon as possible after a decision is made to remove a child from the home of a designated prospective adoptive parent, the agency shall notify the court, the designated prospective adoptive parent or the current caregiver, if that caregiver would have met the threshold criteria to be designated as a prospective adoptive parent pursuant to paragraph (1) on the date of service of this notice, the child's attorney, and the child, if the child is 10 years of age or older, of the proposal in the manner described in Section 16010.6. 
(A) Within five court days or seven calendar days, whichever is longer, of the date of notification, the child, the child's attorney, or the designated prospective adoptive parent may file a petition with the court objecting to the proposal to remove the child, or the court, upon its own motion, may set a hearing regarding the proposal.  The court may, for good cause, extend the filing period.  A caregiver who would have met the threshold criteria to be designated as a prospective adoptive parent pursuant to paragraph (1) on the date of service of the notice of proposed removal of the child may file, together with the petition under this subparagraph, a petition for an order designating the caregiver as a prospective adoptive parent for purposes of this subdivision. 

(B) A hearing ordered pursuant to this paragraph shall be held as soon as possible and not later than five court days after the petition is filed with the court or the court sets a hearing upon its own motion, unless the court for good cause is unable to set the matter for hearing five court days after the petition is filed, in which case the court shall set the matter for hearing as soon as possible.  At the hearing, the court shall determine whether the caregiver has met the threshold criteria to be designated as a prospective adoptive parent pursuant to paragraph (1), and whether the proposed removal of the child from the home of the designated prospective adoptive parent is in the child's best interest, and the child may not be removed from the home of the designated prospective adoptive parent unless the court finds that removal is in the child's best interest. If the court determines that the caregiver did not meet the threshold criteria to be designated as a prospective adoptive parent on the date of service of the notice of proposed removal of the child, the petition objecting to the proposed removal filed by the caregiver shall be dismissed. If the caregiver was designated as a prospective adoptive parent prior to this hearing, the court shall inquire into any progress made by the caregiver towards the adoption of the child since the caregiver was designated as a prospective adoptive parent. 

(C) A determination by the court that the caregiver is a designated prospective adoptive parent pursuant to paragraph (1) or subparagraph (B) does not make the caregiver a party to the dependency proceeding nor does it confer on the caregiver any standing to object to any other action of the department or licensed adoption agency, unless the caregiver has been declared a de facto parent by the court prior to the notice of removal served pursuant to paragraph (3). 

(D) If a petition objecting to the proposal to remove the child is not filed, and the court, upon its own motion, does not set a hearing, the child may be removed from the home of the designated prospective adoptive parent without a hearing. 

Welfare and Institutions Code Section 366.26(n)(4) states that notwithstanding paragraph (3), if the State Department of Social Services or a licensed adoption agency determines that the child must be removed from the home of the caregiver who is or may be a designated prospective adoptive parent immediately, due to a risk of physical or emotional harm, the agency may remove the child from that home and is not required to provide notice prior to the removal.  However, as soon as possible and not longer than two court days after the removal, the agency shall notify the court, the caregiver who is or may be a designated prospective adoptive parent, the child' s attorney, and the child, if the child is 10 years of age or older, of the removal. Within five court days or seven calendar days, whichever is longer, of the date of notification of the removal, the child, the child's attorney, or the caregiver who is or may be a designated prospective adoptive parent may petition for, or the court on its own motion may set, a noticed hearing pursuant to paragraph (3).  The court may, for good cause, extend the filing period. 

Welfare and Institutions Code Section 387 states: (a) An order changing or modifying a previous order by removing a child from the physical custody of a parent, guardian, relative, or friend and directing placement in a foster home, or

commitment to a private or county institution, shall be made only after noticed hearing upon a supplemental petition. (b) The supplemental petition shall be filed by the social worker in the original matter and shall contain a concise statement of facts sufficient to support the conclusion that the previous disposition has not been effective in the rehabilitation or protection of the child or, in the case of a placement with a relative, sufficient to show that the placement is not appropriate in view of the criteria in

Section 361.3.

California Department of Social Services (CDSS), Manual of Policies and Procedures, Title 22, Section 35197 (f) (2) states that the agency shall file the AD 580 with the department within 15 days of the removal of the child from an adoptive home.

Family Code Section 8704

(a) The department or licensed adoption agency to which a child has been freed for adoption by either relinquishment or termination of parental rights is responsible for the care of the child, and is entitled to the exclusive custody and control of the child until an order of adoption is granted.  Any placement for temporary care, or for adoption, made by the department or a licensed adoption agency may be terminated in its discretion at any time before the granting of an order of adoption. In the event of termination of any placement for temporary care or for adoption, the child shall be returned promptly to the physical custody of the department or licensed adoption agency. 

(b) No petition may be filed to adopt a child relinquished to the department or a licensed adoption agency or a child declared free from the custody and control of either or both birth parents and referred to the department or a licensed adoption agency for adoptive placement, except by the prospective adoptive parents with whom the child has been placed for adoption by the department or licensed adoption agency.  After the adoption petition has been filed, the department or licensed adoption agency may remove the child from the prospective adoptive parents only with the approval of the court, upon motion by the department or licensed adoption agency after notice to the prospective adoptive parents, supported by an affidavit or affidavits stating the grounds on which removal is sought.  If the department or licensed adoption agency refuses to consent to the adoption of a child by the person or persons with whom the department or licensed adoption agency placed the child for adoption, the court may nevertheless order the adoption if it finds that the refusal to consent is not in the child's best interest.

California Department of Social Services (CDSS), Manual of Policies and Procedures, Title 22, Section 35207 (b) states in pertinent part that In the event that a placement is terminated by the agency, and the child is to be removed from the home

of the prospective adoptive parents, and the agency has no reason to believe that the child is in imminent danger the agency shall:

(1) Provide the prospective adoptive parents with a written notification of the agency's reasons for terminating the placement.

(A) The notice shall be sent seven days prior to the termination of the placement.

(B) The notice shall state the specific conditions which led to the agency's decision to

remove the child.

(C) The notice shall inform the prospective adoptive parents of the right to a grievance

review under Subchapter 5 Article 9, Section 35233.

California Department of Social Services (CDSS), Manual of Policies and Procedures, Title 22, Section 35207 states in pertinent part that: (c) in the event that a relinquishment document names the person or persons with whom the relinquishing parent intends that placement of the child for adoption be made by the agency and the agency terminates the placement with the named person or persons, the agency shall notify the relinquishing parent naming the person or persons of the termination of the placement and of his or her right to rescind the relinquishment and reclaim the child as required by Family Code Section 8700 Subdivision (f). (d) If a placement is terminated before finalization of the adoption, the agency shall determine whether the

family is to be considered for the placement of another child or whether approval of the family is to be withdrawn. (1) The agency shall document its determination in the case record. (2) The agency shall give the family written notice of its determination.

Family Code Section 8700 Subdivision reads as follows:

(f) Notwithstanding subdivision (d), if the relinquishment names the person or persons with whom placement by the department or licensed adoption agency is intended and the child is not placed in the home of the named person or persons or the child is removed from the home prior to the granting of the adoption, the department or licensed adoption agency shall mail a notice by certified mail, return receipt requested, to the birth parent signing the relinquishment within 72 hours of the decision not to place the child for adoption or the decision to remove the child from the home.

California Department of Social Services (CDSS), Manual of Policies and Procedures, Title 22, Section 35207.1 states that (a) If the agency knows or reasonably suspects the prospective adoptive parents have endangered the

physical or mental health of a child by abuse or neglect, the agency shall immediately contact the appropriate child protective agency and file the mandatory "Suspected Child Abuse Report" (Form SS 8572 Revised 1/93) pursuant to Penal Code Section 11166(a).

California Department of Social Services (CDSS), Manual of Policies and Procedures, Title 22, Section 35213 states that (a) After the prospective adoptive parents have filed the petition to adopt the child, the agency shall immediately file the court report when any of the following conditions exist:
(1) There is a serious question concerning the suitability of the prospective adoptive parents.

(2) There is a serious question concerning the care provided to the child. (A) If the agency knows or reasonably suspects the prospective adoptive parents have

endangered the physical or mental health of a child by abuse or neglect, the agency shall immediately contact the appropriate child protective agency and file the mandatory

"Suspected Child Abuse Report" (Form SS 8572 Revised 1/93) pursuant to Penal Code

Section 11166(a).

(3) The prospective adoptive parents have indicated a desire to withdraw the adoption petition.

(4) A petition for the adoption of a child for whom the agency has care, custody, and control pursuant to Family Code Section 8704(a) is filed by persons with whom the agency has not signed an adoptive placement agreement. (b) The agency shall include in the court report, as appropriate, the following: (1) The basis for its concerns regarding the suitability of the prospective adoptive parents or the care

provided the child. (2) A request to the court for direction regarding the situation giving rise to the agency's concern. (3) A recommendation that the adoption petition be denied. (4) A recommendation that the adoption petition be withdrawn according to the prospective adoptive parent's wishes. (5) A request that the adoption petition be dismissed if it was filed by persons with whom the agency has not signed an adoptive placement agreement. (c) If the agency recommends that the adoption petition be denied or withdrawn, it shall appear at the hearing to represent the child.

Family Code Section 8720 states: (a) If the department or licensed adoption agency finds that the home of the petitioners is not suitable for the child or that the required agency consents are not available and the department or agency recommends that the petition be denied, or if the petitioners desire to withdraw the petition and the department or agency recommends that the petition be denied, the clerk upon

receipt of the report of the department or agency shall immediately refer it to the court for review. (b) Upon receipt of the report, the court shall set a date for a hearing of the petition and shall give reasonable notice of the hearing to the department or licensed adoption agency, the petitioners, and if necessary, the birth parents by certified mail, return receipt requested, to the address of each as shown in the proceeding. (c) The department or licensed adoption agency shall appear to represent the child."

California Department of Social Services (CDSS), Manual of Policies and Procedures, Title 22, Section 35215 states (a) Upon written request from an applicant or a prospective adoptive parent, the agency shall provide for a

grievance review hearing on any action taken by the agency before a petition for adoption is filed. (1) The agency shall advise applicants or prospective adoptive parents that the request for a grievance review hearing shall:

(A) Be signed by the applicant or prospective adoptive parent or his or her authorized

representative. (B) State specifically the facts surrounding the action complained of.

(C) Be submitted to the agency within thirty days of the agency action which is the subject of the complaint, except as specified in (D) below.

(D) Be submitted to the CDSS - Adoptions Branch if the grievance concerns an action taken by a licensed private adoption agency based on the FBI criminal record.

(2) No request for a grievance review hearing shall be granted if the request for a grievance review hearing is based solely on any of the following:

(A) Any action of the agency in compliance with a court order.

(B) A question regarding the validity of a statute or a regulation.

(C) Any issue for which a state hearing is available under Welfare and Institutions Code

Section 10950.

Welfare and Institutions Code Sections 361.5 (g)(2)(A), 366.21(i)(2)(A) and 366.22(b) (2)(A) state in pertinent part that a relative caregiver's preference for legal guardianship over adoption, if it is due to circumstances that do not include an unwillingness to accept legal or financial responsibility for the child, shall not constitute the sole basis for recommending removal of the child from the relative caregiver for purposes of adoptive placement.
